Coiled Mug and Free Coil– You will use this self-evaluation tool to provide one grade of 200 points for the two projects.
You will need to slab the base then coil the walls of the mug.  Then you will need to pull and attach a handle to this mug.  For the Mug you will attempt to replicate the example in the classroom.  For the Free Coil you will use the coiling technique to make a similar size coiled piece of ceramics.  For both coiled pieces you must sculpt something on the outside of the ceramic piece.
The mug should be about 4” high and use about 1-2lbs of clay.  The free form should use a similar amount of clay.  Make sure your base is at least 3/8 of an inch thick.  If it is too thin it will not survive the bisque fire and be hard to handle.  If it is too thick it will take a long time to dry and may cause the final product to be heavy.

When joining coils make sure you don’t capture any air between the coils (this can cause the pot to explode in the kiln).  Make sure the clay is not too dry.  If necessary add water to the seam.  

When not working with these coiled projects make sure they are covered with plastic. Smooth the seams with a rib and make sure you are not loosing the shape of the coiled piece.
After you have finished the mug, look at the bottom (foot) and top (lip).  These are the starting and ending points of the form and should create a smooth transition into space.

Below is the self evaluation for this assignment.  After you have completed the project and rated yourself we will meet to finalize your points for this project.  Projects that are late will loose 5%.  More than 1 week late will loose 10%
Objective – Use coils to make pieces of ceramics.  Learn to pull a handle.
