Empty Bowls – Christian Service- Learning Project
Before you begin working on the three (3) techniques and the head sculpture, the one constant is that you are expected to sculpt with each project. Sculpting can either be adding clay or carving into the existing clay body.  This project allows you to provide service to the community by participating in a fundraiser to help feed the hungry.  You are going to be sculpting (adding clay) on the outside of a bowl thrown for this fundraiser.  (Ceramics II students will be making their own bowl – using any techniques they wish to use). You will then bisque and glaze this bowl and work on your glazing skills.

Project steps;

1. The clay you will be attaching to the bowls for this fundraiser will come from the recycle bins and you will be wedging it to get it ready for use.  By now you should have done the wedging homework and know how to wedge.  You must start this project by wedging 2 balls of clay about the size of a baseball and have them checked by the instructor for air bubbles. 

2. You must then submit a design for what you plan on sculpting/attaching to the bowl.  Material on the fundraiser is available in the class.  You need to think about what kind of design, wording, etc., would enhance the bowl.  Your design must be turned in by the end of class on 8/21/15 (if you begin earlier you need to turn in your design before you are given a bowl to work with.).  

3. You will then be given a bowls to sculpt, allow to dry, bisque fire and then glaze.  These finished bowls are due 9/11/15.  You will need to complete all the stages by that date.  Note one of the criteria used to evaluate your success will be your ability to handle the leather hard bowl without deforming it.
4. On the bottom of the bowl you will carve “Empty Bowls 2016 – CBHS and your initials”

Below is the self evaluation for this assignment.  After you have completed the project and rated yourself we will meet to finalize your points for this project.  Projects that are late will loose 5%.  More than 1 week late will loose 10%
Objective – Work on wedging, attach clay to leather hard bowl with no separations and without deforming the bowl.  Glaze more complicated piece.
