Seat and Rack Markers -   This is your first clay project.  It is designed to get you working with clay.  The idea is for you to become comfortable with carving into, sculpting, and attaching pieces of clay.

Part one - Use the slabs of clay that have been provided and/or get additional clay to create something that has your name or initials on it.  For the Seat Marker cut a ¼ inch hole in the top of your slab so a screw can attach it to the seating chart board.  For the Rack Marker you must form the clay in a way that it can sit or hang on the wire rack. 

Part two – Use additional pieces of clay to attach something to the slab.  The attachment should be of something that interests you.  It can be a symbol, character, your pet, or anything else that will help me get to know you.  

Part three & four – When you have completed creating your seat and rack markers you must then let them dry and then get them bisque fired.  After the projects are bisque fired you must paint the projects with glaze and then get them glaze fired.

Time Line – Start 8/20/15 * Complete clay work 8/21/15 * Complete glaze work 9/415.

With every assignment I have provided a self evaluation tool to help you understand what I am looking for and to help you focus on the task at hand.  Below is the tool for this assignment.  After you have completed the project and rated yourself we will meet to finalize your points for this project.  Projects that are late will loose 5%.  More than 1 week late will loose 10%
Objective – Learn to carve into clay and then how to attach one piece of clay to another piece of clay – learn steps to make a piece of ceramics ware.
