Slab – Village - A collaboration project.
This project requires you to work as a group to create a ceramic village.  Each member of your group will build one of the structures. The group will first select the village they want to create.  See village handout.  After selecting a village type, each member must decide which building they want to build.  You will be building you village with slabs of clay.  You will wedge the clay you are going to use. The handouts and videos for this technique show me building a house.  You need to use the techniques shown to understand how you will construct your village. As noted in the handout and video 3/8 of an inch is a good thickness for constructing structures.   If the clay is too thin, it will have difficulty standing up.  If it is too thick it will take a long time to dry and the structure will be heavy. When joining slabs, scratch and wet both surfaces that will be joined together.  Press them together and then seal the seams completely without trapping air.  Compress the seams using a metal or wooden sculpting tool.  The clay should be on the damp side.  When not working on the project, it should be covered with plastic.

When you village is complete it will be displayed on the front table until the next group completes there, so have fun and be creative – add other items to your village like animals and people if you want.

Below is the self evaluation for this assignment.  After you have completed the project and rated yourself we will meet to finalize your points for this project.  Projects that are late will loose 5%.  More than 1 week late will loose 10%
Objective:  By the end of this assignment, students will be familiar with how to use slabs to create ceramic pieces.  This is a collative project so we will meet as a team to rate the village.
