Thrown & Trimmed Bowl – You will use this self-evaluation tool for both projects.
This may be the most difficult of your assignments.  For this technique you must learn to center the clay, pull the cylinder, and shape the bowl.  You will then learn to trim the bowl.  As with all of your projects you must sculpt something on the outside and finally glaze the final product. For this technique you will end out with 2 bowls.  One of the bowls you throw, trim, and attach something to and the other I throw and you trim and attach something to the outside. 
During this project you will have the opportunity to recycle.  Remember that choice can both help you improve your skills and your grade. The bowl should be about 4” high and use a ball of clay about the size of a baseball (hardball) – about 2 lbs of clay.

Taking the pot off the wheel and covering it for trimming the next day must be done with care to not damage the pot.  Awareness of the drying process is also critical to success in this project.
When not working on the bowl make sure it is covered with plastic.  Nowhere is it more critical to be aware of the top (lip) and bottom (foot) of your pots.  If the lip is too thin it will chip, too thick it looks heavy.  These are the starting and ending points of the form and should create a smooth transition into space.

Below is the self evaluation for this assignment.  After you have completed the two bowls and rated yourself we will meet to finalize your points for this project.  Projects that are late will loose 5%.  More than 1 week late will loose 10%
Objective – Throw a bowl that is well centered has even walls, and is well trimmed.  The bowls wall should be approximately 3/8 of an inch thick and this thickness should be the same throughout the bowl.  Trimming should create a foot that will capture excess glaze.
